
- CCTV only reduces crime by 4 or 5%, if at all.*

- Street lighting has been shown to reduce crime by 20%.*

- A system of 8 cameras on the Cowley Road would cost
£150,000 (excluding VAT and ongoing maintenance costs).

- Installation will mean digging up the Cowley Road - again!

- The lesser proposal of 4 wireless cameras would still cost
£48,000+

- This money could be used for safer road crossings for school
children on Iffley Road; weekly rubbish collections in the most
needy parts of E.Oxford;and any number of things that have a
proven track record of improving community.

- No-one has calculated the environmental cost of the cameras,
masts, control rooms, etc.
